I am pleased to welcome our returning administrators, teachers, clerical staff, support staff, and 
returning parents, guardians and students. In particular, I welcome the new teachers joining our 
staff, new students, parents and guardians.  I look forward to working with all of you as we move 
towards excellence in all areas and success for every student. 

Parents and guardians are reminded about regulations regarding the school driveway.  Students 
are to be dropped off and collected from the car park at the bottom of the drive.  Only parents of 
students with medical conditions are given permission to drive up to the top car park.  Temporary 
passes signed by the Principal are issued in the name of the student.  Parents requesting such 
passes for students must produce a letter from the physician.  Passes are NOT issued for  
parents with  injuries to drive up the driveway.  Students are to walk up the drive inside the 
fence on the north side of the drive.   

All persons in vehicles visiting the campus, will be given a vehicle tag as they enter.  Visitors 
will also be given a pass at the front gate that should be clearly displayed.   Vehicle tags and  
visitor passes must be returned as visitors exit the campus. 

The back gate is meant for drop-off and pick-up only at the beginning and end of the school 
day, and will be closed at all other times.  There is no parking inside the back gate.  Parents 
wishing to come to the Office, should use the main Village Road entrance of the school as 
parents or visitors are not allowed to walk through the campus.  The back gate will be open from: 

   7:00 a.m.—8:45 a.m.   DAILY 

   3:00 p.m.—4:00 p.m. MONDAY-THURSDAY 

   2:00 p.m.—3:00 p.m. FRIDAY 

   The back gate will be closed at all other times. 

Any Primary School students being picked up from the back gate on Fridays will have to walk 
through the small gate and be collected outside the gate between 12:30 p.m. and 2:00 p.m.  This 
is to avoid the  interruption of High School classes.  Parents using the back gate entrance to the 
school are advised to exercise caution when crossing the gate track. 

If a parent is coming up the drive to the Office or has an appointment to see a teacher, the       
student must be let out to walk up the drive; only then will the parent be allowed to proceed 
up the drive.   Please cooperate with the Security Officer on duty.  When it is raining, this  
regulation will be waived.    In order to avoid traffic congestion, we ask that you DO NOT 
drive up to the area designated for administrative and handicapped parking, rather turn into the 
Northern car park (former volleyball court) and let your children out of the car.   Should it be 
raining in the afternoons, the security gate will be opened at 2:45 p.m.  We ask parents to remain 
in the lower parking lot until the gate is opened.  There is to be no parking along the side of the 
drive or in the area designated as a fire lane.  We remind you that there is no right turn onto   
Village Road from the exit near to Super Dipper. 

Parents are advised that a NEW ENTRANCE TO CAMPUS has been opened, if you are 
travelling NORTH ON VILLAGE ROAD.  The entrance is located North of the Blairwood 
entrance and South of the existing entry drive.  Persons travelling SOUTH ON VILLAGE 
ROAD should use the main entry drive. 

 

NEW ELC—Parents with students attending our Early Learning Centre, may proceed directly 
up the drive and proceed to turn north in front of the new ELC building.  Any car that has an 
ELC child in the car, even if there are other QC students in the car, is allowed to proceed up the 
drive.   A drive pass will be issued for each ELC student.  This pass should be displayed on your 
dashboard.  ELC parents will be allowed to come up the drive at 2:45 p.m.  The ELC will be 
dismissed at  2:50 p.m., Monday-Thursday and 12:30 p.m. on Fridays. 

When dropping off students, please remain in your cars as the Teachers’ Aides escort the       
children from the car.  Limited parking spaces are available in front of the new ELC building.  
Additional parking is available in the main parking lot.  However, we ask that you do not block 
the roundabout when parking.  We are monitoring the flow of traffic and may find it necessary to 
make changes as needed. 

Please remember that on all school driveways, the speed limit is 5 m.p.h. 

In the interest of your child’s safety, and that of staff, we ask parents/guardians to remember that 
the personnel manning the barrier are acting on instructions from Administration when enforcing 
these regulations.  Your cooperation and consideration of other drivers are also required.  

Please note that all policies are subject to change at the discretion of Administration.
